The proposed improvement includes the
replacing of the 8” existing asbestos cement
(AC) water line with a new 8” PVC line from
Water Plant #6 to the existing 12”” water line
on Carpenter Rd. It also includes replacing
the existing 6” sewer force main with an 8”
force main in its entirety from the Spears
Village lift station to the Southwest WWTP
lift station.
